Furthermore, the Vice Chancellor highlighted the university's unwavering dedication to
maintaining high standards in higher education. He proudly announced that Sukkur IBA
University has secured the highest 'W' category rating for quality from the Higher Education
Commission Islamabad, reflecting the institution's ongoing commitment to academic
excellence.

Additionally, the university has successfully obtained formal NOC from HEC Islamabad for
its main campus and Khairpur campus, indicating regulatory approval and facilitating further
development initiatives. With the establishment of four faculties and the appointment of deans
for each, Sukkur IBA University is poised for academic advancement.

Vice Chancellor revealed strategic initiatives aimed at strengthening the university's
infrastructure and administrative capacity, these include the appointment of two Pro Vice
Chancellors for the first time in the university—one for the main campus and one for the sub-
campuses—to ensure quality education.

constables and drivers in three phases. The process will start in a weeks’ time and will be
concluded in next six months.

University, reaffirming its commitment to academic excellence, innovation, and societal
impact.
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
